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Why Does God Allow Pain & Suffering? 
 
 
 
How can a loving God allow pain and suffering? The book of Job explores 
this and many of life’s big questions. Job loved God and He blessed him. Job 
was the wealthiest man in his land. In one day he loses everything, but Job 
still praises God. Did he do something wrong? Was God angry at him? Was 
he being punished?  Job realizes that he needs a redeemer. No matter how 
good anyone is, we all need salvation by accepting Jesus Christ as our 
savior.     
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1. The main points of Job:  
This book was written before Genesis and time of Ten 
Commandments.  Men & women still know about God. 

 
2. The main theme: How to respond through trials 

 
We must always seek the Lord. Chapters 1-2 Job is the richest man in his 
land. During a meeting in heaven, Satan reports to God. God proclaims 
Job is Righteous. Satan says he serves you because you bless him. “Take 
away your hedge of protection” and he will curse you. 

 
3. Question 1: “Is God worthy of worship for who he is, or what he 

provides? 
 
God gives Satan permission to ruin him except the man himself. Satan 
destroys everything Job has: Livestock, 10 Children and Home. Job gets 
on his knees and praises God. 

 
4. Question 2: If God is really in control, why does he let bad things 

happen? 
 
Satan challenges God and says,” Skin for skin let me at the man and he 
will surely curse you”. God says, “Very well, but spare his life.”This is a 
comforting statement to me. It shows God is in control of our life and 
puts limits on Satan. Job is inflicted with sores head to toe and is barely 
alive but he does not die. 

 
5. Question 2: Do you seek God or walk away from Him when 

tragedy comes? 
In one day life can change. What has happened to you? How did you 
respond? For me it was when I was diagnoses with Lou Gehrig‟s disease. 
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6. Question 3: Why do bad things happen? 
 
Chapters 3-37 Job‟s three friends come to comfort him. After 7 days 
of silence, Job starts to lament or complain. Then his friends speak. 

 
7. Question 4:  What do we say to people when they experience hard 

times or tragedy? 
Eliphaz speaks from his experience. Zophar speaks from his past 
teachings. Bildad speaks from his personal evaluation. They all say “You 
deserve this because of secret sin” 

 
8. Question 5: Where do we go for comfort and answers?  
People can help but they are not the answer, only what God thinks 
matters. Job will get even closer to God. He maintains his innocence. Just 
like we do, he has his ups and downs during this trial. When we go 
through tribulation, we receive revelation. 

 
9. Question 6: Can God use others through the Holy Spirit to help 

us? 
 
Job gets final advice from a young man named Elihuh. He declares he 
has perfect knowledge .He is the youngest like a teenager. He knows 
everything! He gets knowledge from the Holy Spirit and some 
statements seem inspired from God. Then he ruins it with his own 
thoughts. 

 
 

10. Question 7: Will pain and suffering ever end? 
God speaks out of a storm. He answers Job directly not with answers but 
77 questions. They are can you: 

i. Explain Creation 
ii. Explain Created things 

iii. Tame creation 
iv. Control the spiritual world. 
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11. Job experiences God and submits 100% to him. 
He knew about God. Now he experienced him. He then puts his hands 
over his mouth and remains silent. We get the privilege to be used by 
God for his purpose. Why does God let bad things to happen? When we 
submit to God, His plan is always better. By Job‟s actions God uses Him 
to silence Satan. His suffering gives us a book on how to respond. 

 
12.  James 1: Consider it Joy Present sufferings. 
Do you think Job is sad in heaven right now for his earthly sufferings? 
No one likes that verse, but I think I understand it now. When we give 
over control to God totally we can live in peace no matter what the 
circumstances are in your life. 

\ 
We learn and know: GOD LOVES US, HE IS IN CONTROL, and 
HAS A PLAN FOR OUR LIFE.  

 
 
Life’s biggest question is if there is a loving God why does he allow 
bad things to happen? 
 
Through this verse by verse study this book can explain many of life 
ways people have always looked at this.

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Lesson 1 Job1:1-6 "Job was a real man."  

Lesson 1 Important Verses Life's Main Points 
 
Job 1:1-6 (New International Version) 
  

 1 In the land of Uz there lived a man whose name was Job. 
 
 1 – Job was a real man and God knew his character - God also 
knows your character. 
 
This is important to realize that Job is a real man. Uz was a real place.  It is 
mentioned in Jeremiah 25:20 when listing the kings of that region. Many 
believe probably between Northeast of Palestine, near the dessert land of 
Damascus and Euphrates River. 
 
Job‟s Character - 1b blameless and upright, and one who feared God and 

shunned evil. 
 
It does not say he was sinless, for no 
man is without sin. Romans 3:23 “All 
have sinned and fall short of the glory 
of God. It says that he blameless and 
upright. He was purposed not to do 
wron

The precise location of the 
land of Uz is uncertain, 
although The Bible record 
does provide some clues. The 
land may have originally been 
named after Uz, who was the 
son of Aram, and grandson of 
Shem (Genesis 10:23, 1 
Chronicles 1:17). The two 
most likely locations for the 
land of Uz is in Arabia, east of 
Petra (today, northwestern 
Saudi Arabia), or more likely, 
in Bashan, east of The Sea Of 
Galilee and south of Damascus 
(today, western Jordan or 
southern Syria).

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 2 – God can bless us with wealth, material things and family. We 
cannot let possessions own us, everything is God’s 
 

2 He had seven sons and three daughters, 3 and he owned seven thousand 
sheep, three thousand camels, five hundred yoke of oxen and five hundred 
donkeys, and had a large number of servants. He was the greatest man 
among all the people of the East.   
 
He has a big family. He is very rich. In fact he is the wealthiest man in the 
land. You can think of anyone in our society that has great wealth. Now do 
they have wealth, character and Godley integrity? 
 
 

3 - We must be concerned with our family’s spiritual needs and 
maturity. 
 

4 His sons used to take turns holding feasts in their homes, and they would 
invite their three sisters to eat and drink with them. 5 When a period of 
feasting had run its course, Job would send and have them purified. Early 
in the morning he would sacrifice a burnt offering for each of them, 
thinking, "Perhaps my children have sinned and cursed God in their 
hearts." This was Job's regular custom. 
 
How did he know that man needed a sacrifice to please God? How did he 
know it had to be a burnt offering? He knew somehow from God that there 
had to be sacrifice for atonement or redemption of sins. He could have heard 
firsthand the stories of Adam and Eve in the garden. Or of Cain and Able 
how the blood sacrifice was accepted. Remember, there are no Priests or 
places of worship gathering mentioned. The laws of sacrifice have not been 
written. In the hearts of Men they know there is a God. Find verse. 
 
The point is as parents we have great influence over our children not as 
much as we say, but what we do. That love does not stop just because they 
are grown; he still is concerned about their relationship with God. 
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4 - Heaven is real - We all one day have to present ourselves to God 
 

Job's First Test    
6 One day the angels came to present themselves before the LORD, and 
Satan also came with them. 
 
The Curtain of Heaven is revealed. Verse 6 shows us that heaven is real. The 
sons of God are referring to the angels in heaven. We all will have to present 
ourselves to God. The angels had to present themselves to God to give 
account. This also tells us we will have the same meeting. 

 
 5 - We have to remember: God loves us, He is in control, and He has 
a plan for your life. 
 
Satan – a fallen angel is real. His kingdom is on earth. He has to present 
himself to God. Although we cannot understand why God lets anything bad 
happen.  We are going to learn that Satan also has his limits that God puts on 
him. We are going to learn how Satan tried to discredit Job. He uses the 
same strategy with you and me. He attacks us with Gods Provision, His 
Protection and His promise.

Lesson 2 Important Verses Life's Main Points 

6 One day the angels came to present themselves before the LORD, and 
Satan also came with them. 7 The LORD said to Satan, "Where have you 
come from?"  Satan answered the LORD, "From roaming through the 
earth and going back and forth in it." Then the LORD said to Satan, "Have 
you considered my servant Job? There is no one on earth like him; he is 
blameless and upright, a man who fears God and shuns evil."  9 "Does Job 
fear God for nothing?" Satan replied. 10 "Have you not put a hedge around 
him and his household and everything he has? You have blessed the work 
of his hands, so that his flocks and herds are spread throughout the land. 
11 but stretch out your hand and strike everything he has, and he will 
surely curse you to your face."  12 The LORD said to Satan, "Very well, 
then, everything he has is in your hands, but on the man himself do not lay 
a finger." Then Satan went out from the presence of the LORD. 

 1 - We learn five important things about Satan.  

1. Satan is not a co-equal with God.  

2. Satan‟s kingdom is on the earth.  

3. He is under the authority of God and has limits.  

4. He cannot see totally in our minds and the future – otherwise he would 
not waste his time testing Job. 

5. He is stronger than any human. - Therefore we must rely on God. 
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2 - God set limits on what Satan can do to a believer. 

He is under the authority of God. He must report to God. We will see God 
puts limits on him. We know that because he will have to ask permission to 
get at Job. That is good news if you follow Christ.  

 3 - Bad things happen, but God is still in control. 

This scripture tells us that God somehow protects us and let’s bad things 
into our life as well. Remember in the new testament Jesus tells Peter 
Satan has asked to sift you as wheat, but I have prayed for you.  

Luke 22:30-32   31"Simon, Simon, Satan has asked to sift you as wheat. 
32But I have prayed for you, Simon, that your faith may not fail. And when 
you have turned back, strengthen your brothers." 

Life Lesson 4 - Job reacts and does not charge God - His actions 
silence Satan. We have the same opportunity. 

Satan goes after Job’s Motive He is saying. He only serves you because of 
the blessings. This tells us that Satan cannot see into the future. 
Otherwise he would not even waste his time asking to have Job. 

 20 At this, Job got up and tore his robe and shaved his head. Then he fell 
to the ground in worship 21 and said:  
       "Naked I came from my mother's womb, and naked I will depart.  
       The LORD gave and the LORD has taken away; may the name of the 
LORD be praised."  22 In all this, Job did not sin by charging God with 
wrongdoing 
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 5 - God protects us but let's trials in our life to strengthen us. 

God does the direct opposite of Satan. The Lord seeks to empower, 
Satan seeks to devour like a roaming lion. So for a believer this is some 
encouragement. God will only give you what you can handle. Then God 
takes away that protection. 

2 Chronicles 16:9 9 for the eyes of the LORD range throughout the earth to 
strengthen those whose hearts are fully committed to him. 

This brings up a major problem? And a life‟s big question detour. Why 
would God allow Satan to do bad things? In the end Satan is going to be cast 
out anyway, why God doesn‟t just do it now. Why do bad things happen? 

God you do not make sense. Why do you let Satan use people to do these 
things? In a sense, I was saying if I was God this is how I would do it. It 
comes down to why we were created.  God created man as an object to be 
loved. He gave us free will to choose not as robots. He loves that 
relationship and we seek that relationship. Sin entered the world. He uses 
bad things to draw us back to him. Here is an example how God uses Satan 
to improve us. In this example, we are the cod fish and Satan is the Catfish

God uses bad for the good. In the north- eastern United States, 

codfish are a big commercial business. There is a market for 
cod all over especially in sections farthest removed from the 

north east coast line. But the public demand posed a problem 
to the shippers. At first they froze the cod, but freezing took 

away much of the flavor.  

So they experimented with shipping them alive in tanks of 

seawater, but that proved even worse, not only was it more 
expensive, but the cod still lost its flavor and in addition 

became soft and mushy. The texture was seriously affected. 
Finally some creative person solved the problem in a most 

innovative manner. The codfish were placed in the tank of 
water along with their natural enemy—the catfish. From the 

time the cod left the East Coast until it arrived at its 
westernmost destination, those ordinary catfish chased the 

cod all over the tank.  

And, you guessed it, when the cod arrived at the market; 

they were as fresh as when they were first caught. There was 
no loss of flavor nor was the texture affected. If anything 

they were better than before.

Can Things Get Any Worse? 

Lesson 3 Important Verses Life's Main Points 
 

 1 - We are always in presence of God. One day it will be face to face. 
 
Job's Second Test  
 1 on another day the angels came to present themselves before the LORD 
and Satan also came with them to present himself before him.  
 
Once again we see Satan presenting himself. He is under the authority of 
God. We are under the authority of God and nothing is hidden from him. We 
will all present ourselves to God. There will be 2 Judgments. The great white 
throne judgment is for those not believing in Jesus as savior. The bema seat 
judgment for people believing in Christ we will be accountable not for our 
sin‟s but for our use of time and talents. 

We all present ourselves in front of God Romans 14:10 (NIV) 14:10 you, 
then, why do you judge your brother? Or why do you look down on your 
brother? For we will all stand before God's judgment seat. 
 

 2 - God is in control of everything in our lives, but Satan never 
gives up accusing us of wrong. 
 

2 And the LORD said to Satan, "Where have you come from?"  Satan 
answered the LORD, "From roaming through the earth and going back 
and forth in it." 3 Then the LORD said to Satan, "Have you considered my 
servant Job? There is no one on earth like him; he is blameless and upright, 
a man who fears God and shuns evil. And he still maintains his integrity, 
though you incited me against him to ruin him without any reason."  
 4 "Skin for skin!" Satan replied. "A man will give all he has for his own life. 
5 but stretch out your hand and strike his flesh and bones, and he will 
surely curse you to your face." 6 The LORD said to Satan, "Very well, then, 
he is in your hands; but you must spare his life."  
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We learn Satan never gives up. He knows man’s basic instinct of self 
preservation. We see this at work where people blame others for 
mistakes. It is sort of like the road runner and Willie Coyote. 
Road Runner is aware of old Willie Coyote, but goes about his day. 
Wyllie Coyote tries everything in his power to catch him. Now I am not 
saying Satan is harmless but he never gives up trying to change God’s 
plans for us. 
 
  

 3 -Spiritual maturity comes through faith in God and going 
through trials. We learn to depend on Him. 
 

 7 So Satan went out from the presence of the LORD and afflicted Job with 
painful sores from the soles of his feet to the top of his head. 8 Then Job 
took a piece of broken pottery and scraped himself with it as he sat among 
the ashes.  
 9 His wife said to him, "Are you still holding on to your integrity? Curse 
God and die!"  
 

It confirms in the life of a believer, God sets 
limits. He is in control of our life no Satan. 
No matter good or bad God is in control. We 
do not understand why – Job does not and 
does not find out until he goes to heaven.     
Psalm 39:4-6 (NIV)  

 4 "Show me, O LORD, my life's end  
       and the number of my days;   let me 
know how fleeting my life is.  5 You have 
made my days a mere handbreadth; the span 
of my years is as nothing before you.  
       Each man's life is but a breath.  
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4 - The tongue is powerful. We must protect what we say by 
guarding our hearts. 

10 He replied, "You are talking like a foolish woman. Shall we accept well 
from God, and not trouble?"   In all this, Job did not sin in what he said.  
 

Job’s wife says something that is real but does not help. Curse God and 
die? You can picture Satan leaning in waiting for the answer. Job 
rebukes his wife for being spiritually foolish. Once again Job rises to the 
occasion. He shows his spiritual maturity. God is proud of him. He has 
still not sinned with his mouth. God does not promise prosperity. His 
ways are not our ways. 

 5 - Friends can help. Be a good friend by: coming when there is a 
need, spend time and listen. 

Job's Three Friends  
 11 When Job's three friends, Eliphaz the Temanite, Bildad the Shuhite and 
Zophar the Naamathite, heard about all the troubles that had come upon 
him, they set out from their homes and met together by agreement to go 
and sympathize with him and comfort him. 12 When they saw him from a 
distance, they could hardly recognize him; they began to weep aloud, and 
they tore their robes and sprinkled dust on their heads. 13 Then they sat 
on the ground with him for seven days and seven nights. No one said a 
word to him, because they saw how great his suffering was. 
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Job friends do three wise things: 

They come to see what was happening. Closer proximity friends are not 
mentioned. It is still our tendency to leave people who are struggling 
alone. We say we are not sure what to say. Maybe deep down we do not 
want to be around pain otherwise we realize it can happen to us.  

They morn and weep with him and remain silent. They could not believe 
their eyes. I am sure they did not know what to do. 7 days they kept 
silent. 

Jobs friends will talk to Him face to face. When they do star talking they 
talk to him. They do not gossip amongst each other. We have the 
tendency of letting out secrets in the name of prayer.

Job 3 Job Speaks  

V1 After this, Job opened his mouth and cursed the day of his birth.  

Job is depressed He does not curse God but he comes very close. He 
curses the day he was born. He is cursing the day he was born. If it did 
not happen then he never would have had his wealth or this come upon 
him.  

2- No one is blameless before God. Trouble and hard times come 
to both good and bad people. 

Why do the wicked prosper? He is thinking that when everyone dies 
they have the same peace. When we go to sleep sometimes it is a way to 
refresh from a day. This is his only reference. He is thinking everyone 
dies and there is the same rest for all. We know this is not true. There is 
a heaven and hell. Luke chapter 16:19-31 speaks of this place of waiting. 

3- Friends are good to have but we must rely on God for our 
strength. 

Job once again holds fast that we must both accept bad and good for 
God. His three friends come and sit with him for 7 days. Nobody speaks 
for that time. His friends do 3 good things. They come to him; they 
mourn and listen to him. They will now speak to him and not about him. 
They argue that Job must have sin in his life. We know that is not true 
from chapter 1-2 but they do not have that. 
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4-  God will discipline those He loves to mold us. He will use 
trials so we learn to trust in Him more. 

Job 5 Verse 8 Eliphaz says 8 "But if it were I, I would appeal to God; I     
would lay my cause before him.  

 This is an important concept. The book of Job the characters will 
ponder the great issues in life. They only have what they know as 
there guide. They do not have the written Word yet to guide them. 
Only what has been passed down to them. There will be some 
thoughts that have some truth in what they say. Those thoughts do 
not have all three sides to make it the way to live your life by. 

 

5-  Sometimes the trials we go through will never make any 
sense or understand.  Somehow God uses them for good. 

Job 5 Verse 6 Eliphaz for hardship does not spring from the soil, nor 
does trouble sprout from the ground. 7 Yet man is born to trouble as 
surely as sparks fly upward.

1- No matter how long the trial, we must wait on God's plan. 

Job Chapter 6 & 7: Job Speaks Key Verses:   

Chap 6:10 Then I would still have this consolation— my joy in unrelenting 
pain— that I had not denied the words of the Holy One. 

Chap 7   21 Why do you not pardon my offenses and forgive my sins? 

Amazing, Job has complained, asked to die, but still has not charged God 
with any wrong doing. Somehow he knows God will reward Him. Even 
Jesus as a physical man prayed not to endure the cross. He put the will 
of the father before himself. So as men we will also feel that way. We can 
take comfort the Jesus knows exactly how we feel. 

 

2- Wise statements but they do not apply to the situation. 

Chap 8 Eliphaz 5 But if you pray to God and seek the favor of the Almighty, 
6 and if you are pure and live with integrity, he will surely rise up and 
restore your happy home. 

His friends are putting doubt into his mind. He is searching for sin in his 
life. God do you still love me? Do you care for me? Why can’t you forgive 
me? He knows he has come from dust. 
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3- When we counsel, we should try not to give quick answers 
and clichés'.  

Chap 10 Job 13 “‘yet your real motive—your true intent— 14 was to 
watch me, and if I sinned,   you would not forgive my guilt. 
 
Chap 11 Bildad -13 “If only you would prepare your heart and lift up your 
hands to him in prayer! 14 Get rid of your sins, and leave all iniquity 
behind you. (Good thought but Job has not sinned) 

4-  Job is already looking for a mediator between man and God. 
That man is Jesus Christ, through Him we can reach the 
Father. 

Chap 9 Job 33 If only there was a mediator between us, someone who 
could bring us together. 34 The mediator could make God stop 
beating me, and I would no longer live in terror of his punishment. 
35 Then I could speak to him without fear, but I cannot do that in my 
own strength. 

Job knows that no man can argue with God. No one is innocent. He 
knows that even though he has not sinned, He can never measure 
up to God’s Holiness. 

1 Timothy 2:4-6 (New Living Translation) 

3 Our savior Christ Jesus, 4 who wants everyone to be saved and to 
understand the truth. 5 For there is only one God and one Mediator who 
can reconcile God and humanity—the man Christ Jesus. 6 He gave his 
life to purchase freedom for everyone. This is the message God gave to 
the world at just the right time.  
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5-  We can endure great suffering and pain when we understand 
God's promises. 

Chap 12 Job 2 “You people really know everything, don’t you? 
      And when you die, wisdom will die with you! 
 

Job 13 “But true wisdom and power are found in God; counsel and 
understanding are his. 

Psalm 39: 4-5 (4)" Lord reminds me how brief my time on earth will 

be. Remind me that my days are numbered--how fleeting my life is. 

(5) You have made my life no longer than the width of my hand. My 

entire lifetime is just but a moment to you; at best, each of us is but a 

breath".

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Lesson 6 Chapters 13-14 

Job Talks to God  

1-We tend to seek people for advice first. God wants us to talk to 
Him  

Job Speaks Chapter 13:3 as for me, I would speak directly to the Almighty. 
I want to argue my case with God himself. 

Isaiah 30:1 How terrible it will be for my stubborn children. They make 
plans but do not ask for my help. God warns us to seek counsel in him. 

 

2- Job's friends are judging him harshly. Would it be the same for 
them? They are forgetting about God's Mercy and Grace. 

Job 7-8 (to Friends) “Are you defending God with lies? Do you make your 
dishonest arguments for his sake? Will you slant your testimony in his 
favor? Will you argue God’s case for him? 

Job is in a Trial but he is also being put on trial by his friends. They 
continue to tell him to come clean of his sin. Remember that all the 
Angels in heaven and Satan and his demons are watching to see what 
Job does. 

3- Job realizes God's opinion is the only one that matters. He trusts 
Him with his life.  

Job Talks to God Chp13:15 God might kill me, but I have no other hope. I 
am going to argue my case with him. Verse 7 Job he says in defending 
God you offending God.

Is the most important statement he makes? He knows he needs Jesus. 
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1 Timothy 2:4-6 (NIV) 4who wants all men to be saved and to come 
to knowledge of the truth. 5For there is one God and one mediator 
between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, 6who gave himself as 
a ransom for all men—the testimony given in its proper time.

Chapter 42- 1 Then Job replied to the LORD: 2 "I know that you can do all 
things; no plan of yours can be thwarted.  3 You asked, 'Who is this that 
obscures my counsel without knowledge?'     Surely I spoke of things I did 
not understand, things too wonderful for me to know. 
 
7 After the LORD had said these things to Job, he said to Eliphaz the 
Temanite, "I am angry with you and your two friends, because you have 
not spoken of me what is right, as my servant Job has.
